Woolorama invests strongly into Wagin community

AS plans for Woolorama 2011 are well on their way, the positive impact this year’s event had on Wagin still lingers.

The Wagin Agricultural Society has ploughed back over $30,000 into Wagin to ensure the community enjoys maximum financial support from the Woolorama.
